
CLUB ROYALTY/REPRESENTATIVE RULES

1.  A club representative may be chosen at the discretion of the Board of Directors with approval of the membership if there are sufficient members interested in participating.


a.  The club representative will be chosen by competing in a contest in which each contestant will by judged on horsemanship (50%), presentation (10%), interview (20%), and essay (20%).  The club representative shall be an active member for six months.  They shall furnish their own uniforms equipment and transportation.  The club representative shall extend invitations (written or oral) to other clubs and organizations when the club organizes an activity open to the public.  The club representative and aide will alternate passing out all ribbons for each age group at FRRC sponsored events.  In the event that the representative and aide are in the same age group, it will be the representative's responsibility to ask someone to pass out ribbons in his/her place.


b.  Both the club representative and aide must attend one of the meetings and attend one or more club event. 


c.  It is the club representatives responsibility to fulfill their duties, the parents cannot in any way take over the responsibilities of the club representatives.


d.  The tiara is not the club representative's to keep.  It is a traveling tiara and belongs to the club.


e.  A member may not be a club representative for two consecutive years.  However, the aide may try out for the next year.

CLUB ROYALTY/REPRESENTATIVE GUIDELINES

1.  Since the club colors are gold and brown, the club representative and aide are recommended to wear outfits with these colors, but are not required to do so.

2.  Standards of citizenship, good sportsmanship, and good dress are to be demonstrated by the representatives at all events where they represent FRRC as a club.  They are expected to act as ladies and gentlemen at these events and not practice language or behavior unbecoming to their position.

3.  If the representative or aide cannot represent the club at an event in which the club is attending, it is his or her responsibility to notify the club President that he/she will not be present, so that someone else can be asked to take over his/her duties.

4.  During the event season, it is recommended that the club representative and aide attend at least two open shows of other clubs so that members of other clubs will be encouraged to attend FRRC events.
